EUCHARISTIC DEVOTION OUTSIDE OF MASS
What is the tabernacle?

The tabernacle is a liturgical fixture that houses the Eucharistic
outside of Mass. It is box or cabinet typically made of gold that
should be constructed in a way and given a worthy place that
highlights the Real Presence of Christ in the Eucharist (see CCC
1379).

The word tabernacle means “dwelling place and was used in
Scripture to describe the “tent of meeting” that housed the
cloud of God’s glory, the visible manifestation of God’s holy
presence in ancient Israel. It is a fitting word to describe the
sacred vessels in our churches that house the Real Presence-
the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity-of Jesus in the Eucharist.
A candle is lit all day near the tabernacle as a reminder of
Christ’s presence with us.
