He also says later in the Gospel that “I have
given you the power...” and we learn that “the seventy-
two returned rejoicing” in what God was doing through
them. In the second reading Paul tells the Galatians,
“May | never boast except in the cross of our Lord Jesus
Christ, through which the world has been crucified to
me, and | to the world.” This is brave new way forward
for the Church. Unafraid. As the Church in this moment,
we are now co-stewards of this missionary call. How is
the Lord Jesus sending you and me as the Church to-
day?
